APPLICATION

Completely drain and cool boiler down. Remove from and
discard outer protective bag. Place Boiler Lizard® flat in boil-
er and slit open the inner water-soluble bag to begin total
corrosion protection. Slit this inner bag 2" (5 cm) from one
end to 2" (5 cm) from the other end. Seal all openings to the
boiler internals. No product or inner bag removal is required
prior to boiler start-up. When the boiler is put back in service,
fill with water and employ normal start-up procedure. The
inner PVA bag will dissolve.

Precautions:

+ Do not use on copper, copper-based alloys, and other
soft yellow metals. Compatibility with non-metallics
should be evaluated.

+ Caking of powder may occur when it is exposed to mois-
ture and then dried. The likelihood of this is increased
when powder is exposed to high heat and multiple wet/
dry cycles. When powder gets caked, baked, and hard-
ened it requires removal by mechanical means or by
aggressive acid clean.
